Course Content:

Why is art of northern Europe in the 15th century referred to as “Renaissance”, when there is so little classical about it?  Full of saints and witches, detail and line, magic and reformation, the art of this time and region expresses, instead the last flowering of the gothic aesthetic. We will discuss these issue and more as we will investigate Art and Architecture of Northern Europe (France, Flanders, the Netherlands, Germany, England and Selected Central & Eastern European countries) from c. 1350 CE through 1600 CE, through readings, lectures, student research papers and presentations.
