Placing content on your top web page

After you have created the file you want to become your default page do the following:

1. Open your birdnest account

a. www.birdnest.org/your-username
2. Open Expression Web, Open Site, enter the URL of your birdnest page 

a. A login box will appear if you are not on a lab computer.  Enter acc\your-username in the Username field and your-Winthrop-password in the Password field

[Note the direction of the slash in the Username field.  Use the slash under the Backspace key. Using the wrong slash will prevent you from logging-in!]

3. In Expression Web open your default.htm file, go to Code view, and delete the contents of your default.htm file

4. Cut and paste the html codes from the file you created into your default.htm birdnest file (make sure you are in Code view and not Design view).
5. Save your file with the same name, default.htm. If you go back to your birdnest page and refresh it, you will see your new page.
