Oral Presentation

1. Topic coincides with the topic of your paper

2. Add information that was missing in your paper

3. Answer questions noted on your paper

4. Goal to educate the audience

5. Time min and max: 23-28 minutes

6. Proper use of the podium

7. Avoid verbal fillers: um & ah

8. Speak full audience (not just one person)

9. Stand full front. Move to the side to read slides behind you

10. Don’t just read from notes or slides (remember to look at the audience)

11. PowerPoint presentation: title slide, contents, introduction, subject material, conclusion including what you learned and recommendations  

12. PowerPoint presentation: animation should be kept to a minimum.  Selected colors, backgrounds, fonts should not distract from information on the slides
