Abstract:  The use of language to control and limit makes it essential for educators to demystify discourse and its production.  This is especially important for women, who historically have been excluded from full participation in society by such language use, resulting in a lesser voice and sense of themselves as learners.  This dissertation argues for a feminist composition pedagogy grounded in the study of rhetorical principles, strategies, and women’s rhetoric(s) that increases all students’ awareness of the active, purposeful nature of language and its implications.  Refusing the notion of silence as an effective rhetorical strategy for women, this pedagogy helps students analyze, model, and develop authoritative voices in their writing and speaking; it values personal experience and narrative as important for voice and identity development; and it addresses postmodern critique of essentialist scholarship and expressivist pedagogies by insisting on greater awareness of context and difference as well as social aspects of learning.
